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ENHANCED DIGITAL LITERACY PROGRAMME EQUIPS STUDENTS WITH
FUTURE-READY SKILLS

UOB's contribution adds on additional workshop to support students in
developing soft skills for the North West Student Wise Enrichment
Programme

The North West Student Wise Enrichment Programme (SWEP)
Graduation Ceremony 2025 will be held on Saturday, 25 October 2025,
to celebrate the achievements of 228 students from 18 schools across
the District who have completed a series of workshops and an
enhanced digital-making workshop including a Digital Bootcamp on the
same day. This year, with United Overseas Bank (UOB)'s contribution of
$450,000, SWEP launched an enhanced digital literacy programme, in
addition to its staple modules, to level up the playing field for students
from less-privileged backgrounds with digital skills. The students could
choose one of the three digital modules offered, to equip themselves
with essential skills such as website building, Canva with Al, and Minecraft
coding. North West Community Development Council (CDC)’s
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collaboration with UOB will also feature an innovative Digital Bootcamp,
where families are invited to collaborate and create virtual homes,
allowing the students to guide their parents and put what they have
learned intfo action.

2 Now in its 12th year, SWEP has uplifted over 2,000 students
developing important soft skills, such as financial literacy, public
speaking, social etiquette and interpersonal skills, o complement the
school curriculum. The additional digital literacy module allows the
students to gain access to knowledge that would prepare them for an
increasingly digital world. Mr Alex Yam, Mayor of North West District says,
"The North West Student Wise Enrichment Programme goes beyond
academics to build confidence, creativity and essential life skills through
experiential learning that prepares our children for a changing world.
Through our partnership with UOB, we're not only empowering students
but also strengthening family bonds as parents and children explore
together, creating meaningful learning experiences that extend beyond
the classroom."

3 Sharing UOB’s intention to support the cause, Mr Leonard
Tan, Head of Group Corporate Social Responsibility, UOB says, “In
collaboration with like-minded community partners such as North West
CDC, UOB My Digital Space (UOB MDS) has reached over 38,000
students across ASEAN, bridging the digital divide for children from
disadvantaged backgrounds. Since 2020, the UOB MDS programme is a
key pillar of the Bank’s commitment to shaping a better future for ASEAN
through our focus on children, education and the arts. Through
innovative learning such as our digital bootcamp, we aim to empower
our youths with the knowledge and tools they need to succeed in the
future.”

4 Beyond the digital modules, SWEP continues to focus on
holistic development through workshops in public speaking, financial
literacy, social efiquette, and goal setting. These sessions complement
the school curriculum by equipping students with life skills to
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communicate effectively, manage personal finances, and build
resilience. A total of 54 students received Outstanding Improvement
Awards at the ceremony, recognising their growth in confidence,
communication, and attitude towards learning.
